Employment Offers

All employment offers are contingent
upon the results of a pre-employment
drug screen and criminal background
check. Drug tests will be administered
at specified clinics or upon arrival to
Reynolds Plantation. Employment of-
fers are rescinded from any candidate
who has a positive drug screen.

Compensation

Interns are paid an hourly wage of
$8.00 per hour. Federal wage and hour
laws mandate that time and a half be
paid for any hours worked over 40 in a 7
day work week; our workweek runs
Thursday through Wednesday. Over-
time hours should be expected. Interns
are not eligible for company benefits.

Housing

All interns will share housing located
near our property. The houses are
furnished with full kitchen utensils, ap-
pliances and a washer and dryer. Laun-
dering of linens and general housekeep-
ing are the responsibility of the interns.
Interns are responsible for their own
transportation . A personal vehicle is
highly recommended. The commute
may be 7-15 miles, and public transpor-
tation is not available in the area. Hous-
ing is typically offered to interns for a
minimal fee to cover utilities. A $100.00
security deposit is required.

On average, turf interns work 60+ hours per week.

The Oconee

The latest addition to the Reynolds
Plantation roster is our fourth
course, a Rees Jones design located
within a chip shot of the Ritz-
Carlton Lodge at Reynolds Planta-
tion. The Oconee course combines
Jones’ philosophy of strategic de-
sign with a perfect setting of natural pine and hard-
wood forests and dramatic shoreline, striking an
excellent balance between challenge and playability.
