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The College of Agriculture and Natural Resources at Michigan State University (MSU) has
funding from the USDA Multicultural Scholars Program (MSP) (1) “to recruit and graduate three

Student expected to study at MSU for 2 to 4 years or to study at BMCC or LCC for 1 to 2 years
and then transfer to MSU for study in animal science, crop and soil sciences, dietetics, food
science, forestry, or horticulture. Recipients will engage with MSU faculty and staff on a regular
basis and have additional opportunities for study abroad, undergraduate research, service
learning, and/or attendance at national professional meetings.

Scholarship Amount
Scholarship of $4,500 per year possible for up to 2 years to help pay for tuition, room, board,
books plus additional funding for study abroad, undergraduate research, service learning,
and/or attendance at national professional meetings.
